January 14, 2014 – Regular Meeting 
The regular meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held this date at the Gardiner Town Hall at 6:30 PM.  Present were Supervisor Zatz and Councilmen Dukler, Hinson, Reynolds and Wiegand.  There were approximately 16± audience members. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION

 The Town Board entered immediately into executive session on motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Reynolds and carried. 
LEAVE EXECUTIVE SESSION AND ENTER REGULAR SESSION 
At 7 PM the board left executive session and entered into regular session.  

ANNOUNCEMENTS 

January 20 – Blood Drive at the Town Hall from 11 am to 7 pm.

WIRELESS EDGE PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUATION

The public hearing for the construction of a cell tower by Wireless Edge on property owned by Tamsine Boylan on Route 208 was continued this evening.  Present were Attorney Larry Wolinsky, Planning Board Acting Chairman Paul Colucci and ZBA Chairman Mike Beck.  John Arthur from Wireless Edge and  Attorney Robert Gaudioso were also present.  

Mr. Wolinsky opened with a recap of the project to date along with additional information from Wireless Edge regarding the height of the tower.  He commented that the Town Board received a report from consultant Ron Graiff.  

Attorney Robert Gaudioso commented on the Ron Graiff report and the Ulster County Planning Board recommendations, specifically that Skydive the Ranch review the project and determine whether or not it will have any impacts on their operation.  

Wireless Edge is looking for a height relief from 105 feet to 120 feet from the Town Board.  With the variance from the Zoning Board of Appeals this would increase the height to 150 feet.   Councilman Hinson was concerned with the UCPB suggestion to have a private company review the project.  Attorney Wolinsky stated that it was borderline inappropriate and commented that the applicant has spoken to the airport personnel.  

Ron Graiff’s memo does three (3) things:  1.) acknowledges the maps for coverage accuracy; 2.) the height issue is resolved although the Town Board still has to grant a waiver as part of the special permit specifying the height to 120 feet.; 3.) recommended changing the brackets on the pole.  A sketch of mount drawings was presented as referred to in Mr. Graiff’s report.  

Councilman Dukler asked if the tower was over the tree canopy.  If not will the signal get through and what about the receiving end – will a house in the trees get less coverage.  

Jack Habersberger – this has been going on for years.  He is hoping that it will be resolved soon. 

Henry Tortora – stated that the tower won’t be noticed once it is up.

CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING 

On motion of Councilman Dukler, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried, the public hearing was closed at 7:45 PM. 

SEQR REVIEW 

Town Board members reviewed the long form SEQR and determined that there would be no significant adverse environmental impact and declared a Negative Declaration on this project on motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Hinson and carried.  
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TOWER HEIGHT WAIVER 

Town Board members, on motion of Councilman Hinson, seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried, granted a waiver of 15 feet above the tree canopy to 120 feet based on the finding that there would be no additional adverse visual impact.  

RESOLUTION PARK POINT PILOT PLAN

Resolution No. 45- Opposition to Park Point Pilot Plan - Offered by Supervisor Zatz

WHEREAS, Park Point New Paltz, LLC ("Applicant") is seeking to build and operate a $56 million housing development ("the Project") for students, faculty and staff adjacent to, but independent from, SUNY New Paltz- including 258 apartments to house 696 students in 10 buildings, a clubhouse and a pool, and

WHEREAS, Applicant is a multibillion dollar corporation that will operate under a long term land lease with the SUNY New Paltz Foundation which obtained this parcel from a private company to enable this intended use, and 

WHEREAS, Applicant is requesting tax waivers through a Payment In Lieu Of Taxes (PILOT) Agreement with the Ulster County Industrial Development Agency (“UCIDA”) which would save the Applicant approximately $32 million that would otherwise be utilized by the Town of Gardiner, the New Paltz Independent School District and Ulster County for the purpose of providing essential local services, and 

WHEREAS, the Applicant proposes to create a total of only eight new full time jobs over the term of the Project which equates to $4 million in property tax subsidies for each new long term job created, and 

WHEREAS, the Project is proposed to be operated by the Applicant under a 46 year lease agreement, after which the ownership reverts to the non-profit, tax-exempt SUNY New Paltz Foundation, ensuring that the Project will not be a long term tax-paying entity, and 

WHEREAS, both the Town of New Paltz and the New Paltz School Board are in opposition to the granting of this PILOT, and 

WHEREAS, removing future property tax income against the official positions of local taxing jurisdictions for a project that only creates a minimal number of long-term jobs runs contrary to the 

UCIDA's mission which is to advance job opportunities, general prosperity and the long-term economic vitality of Ulster County residents, now, therefore, be it 

RESOLVED that the Town of Gardiner Town Board joins the Town of New Paltz and the New Paltz School Board in opposing the Park Point New Paltz application for a 25 year PILOT tax exemption from the UCIDA; and be it further 

RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution shall be sent to each member of the UCIDA

Seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried.

COMMITTEES AND COMMISSIONS 

Board members discussed at length the plan to create committees and commissions to address different aspects of town government from an ADHOC committee to encourage biking to a committee for the budget process.  

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT REPORT
