The regular meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held this date at the Gardiner Town Hall at 7 PM.  Supervisor Zatz presided with Councilmen Koenig, Mele, Reynolds and Wiegand all present.  There were approximately 17± audience members.

MINUTES 

Minutes of April 2 were approved as written on motion of Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried. 

MASS GATHERING PERMIT – WHITECLIFF VINEYARD 

On July 27 and July 28 from 12 PM to 5 PM the Bounty of the Hudson is scheduled to take place at Whitecliff Vineyard.    Owner/Operators Michael & Yancey Migliore presented their plan for the two-day event covering safety, parking, traffic control, bathroom facilities, food and drink and various entertainment to take place over the course of the 2 days.  They believe that approximately 2500-3000 people will attend each day.  A certificate of insurance has been provided to the Town.  On motion of Councilman Koenig, seconded by Councilman Mele and carried, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution No. 79 – Mass Gathering Permit – Bounty of the Hudson

Whereas , the Town of Gardiner has adopted certain rules and regulations governing outdoor musical entertainment, amusement and assemblies in order to provide for public order and the protection of safety, health and well-being of persons and property within the Town known as Chapter 107 of the Municipal Code, and

Whereas, the Whitecliff Vineyard & Winery LLC  has proposed to hold an event known as “The Bounty of the Hudson” on Saturday July 27 and Sunday July 28, 2013 on property know as Whitecliff Vineyard & Winery LLC  in the Town of Gardiner which is reasonably expected to attract more than 1000 persons, and

Whereas, the applicant has provided the Town Board with information concerning the purpose of the event, the hours of operation, the provision of adequate off-street parking, the provision of toilet facilities, and copies of notice sent to area police agencies, fire departments and rescue squads, and

Whereas, the Town Board is satisfied that adequate provisions have been made by the applicant and that planned event will not disturb the public order and safety, then
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Resolved, the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner hereby grants a permit for an outdoor assembly known as “The Bounty of the Hudson” to be held on Saturday July 27 and Sunday July 28, 2013, between the hours of 12:00 P.M. and 5:00 P.M. each day on property know as Whitecliff Vineyard & Winery LLC in the Town of Gardiner in accordance with the application presented to the Town.

ZONING ADVISORY COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS

Councilman Mele, Supervisor Zatz and committee chairman Hank Vance were present this evening to review their recommendations for changes to the zoning law.  Each Board member received a hand out outlining each change.  Three (3) specific areas were covered this evening – 1.) general code clarity, 2.) hamlet updates and 3.) CLI updates.  The Board’s goals for tonight were to discuss modifications to the law and identify other possible changes and also decide on a water monitoring concept for the Town.  Changes discussed were uses permitted by right, eliminating a direct path to the ZBA for applicants, designate a Central Hamlet district, expanding allowable uses in the CLI district, gas station locations and a lengthy discussion with Bob Miller of Miller Hydrology to establish a water monitoring program.  Mr. Vance and Mr. Miller explained the concept to the Board, recommending that the Town fund a study to see if we really have a water problem.  Mr. Miller presented a ground water study plan for long term monitoring.  Approximate start up costs is $6500.  Discussion on gas station locations will be scheduled at a later time to allow for public input. 
HESS FARM UPDATE

Marc Moran, Chairman of the Open Space Commission (OSC) reported that the Open Space Institute (OSI) has obtained a new appraisal which is significantly lower at $375,000.  He stated that they are close to an agreed upon price.   OSI has now committed to $132,000 resulting in $109,000 for the Town share.  Any shortfall OSI will contribute additional monies to make up the difference.   The closing has not been scheduled yet but the commission is hoping for  June.  
Also discussed was the conservation easement.  Monitoring will be done by the Town, while enforcement will be covered by Open Space Conservancy.  

REVALUATION UPDATE 

Supervisor Zatz received three (3) additional quotes for the assessment revaluation.  Mike Dunham has the best cost.  Mr. Zatz commented that the Board will need to make a decision at the next meeting.  A target start date is September.  
Supervisor Zatz reminded the Town Board of the Assessor re-appointment scheduled for October.  There was a brief discussion about how the department is currently structured.

TIME WARNER FRANCHISE FEE 

There are still a few roads in the Town that need cable.  The cost to extend the cable is approximately $98,000.  The Town’s current construction fund with Time Warner is approximately $208,000.  Councilman Mele made a motion to approve the expenditure for the cable installation along the remaining roads in Town.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried.  

Councilman Koenig suggested getting information on how to get the unused construction funds once the cable build out is complete.    

TRANSFER STATION UPDATE

Supervisor Zatz looked into the rental fees for scales at the transfer station.  It would cost $225 per unit per week plus $250 for shipping each way.  Mr. Zatz will check on a rent to own plan.  
Councilmen Reynolds and Koenig met with the Highway Dept. today and moved the roll off containers to clean up all the debris around them.  Both noticed that the cement that the railing is in is deteriorating 
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and in need of repair.  They suggested a well, for washing and cleaning, not for consumption and moving the aluminum and oil containers. Composting can begin right away.  Someone will check out the C&D costs from other towns.

 Councilman Reynolds stated that a plan is needed for staffing and clean up requirements.  He would like to see an action plan with a budget and make it happen.  
Supervisor Zatz commented that a recycling program grant was available.  He reviewed the application briefly and found that it is a 50% matching grant up to two (2) million dollars. 

NYS EBO SYSTEM – RESPONSIBLE LOCAL OFFICIAL

The following resolution was adopted for the sidewalk project.

The Town Board hereby authorizes and consents to the appointment of Carl Zatz, Supervisor as the Responsible Local Official (RLO) for the purpose of gaining online access to the EBO System.

Tree removal has begun and it may be possible to have a crosswalk from Laurie Willow’s property to Majestic Hardware using the contingency fund. 

SURPLUS PROPERTY 

Janet Kern and Tanya Marquette of the ECC were present to discuss a  grant opportunity for recreation river activity.  They believe this is a good time to bring this up since the Board is looking to address the use of all the surplus property owned by the Town.  The application is due by May 24 and the ECC is asking for a letter of support from the Town.  Board members would like some more information about the grant.  Ms Kern and Ms Marquette will send a link to the Board members describing the grant and they will also draft a letter for the Board to approve.  

ZONING AND BUILDING HANDBOOK 

 Councilman Wiegand completed the final version of the Zoning & Building Handbook.  He has given several copies to the building dept. to hand out to anyone who should need it. 
PLANNING BOARD ATTORNEY FEES

There has been discussion about attorney fee reimbursement regarding a project with the Planning Board.  Board members will need to decide whether the Town should require reimbursement, is it a cost of doing business or stopping all communication with applicants attorneys.  Supervisor Zatz will check into whether the charges are coming from the Planning Board or applicant attorney.
