Several Park surveys included in the Gardiner Gazette have been returned to Councilman Wiegand. 

ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS APPOINTMENTS

Three people applied for the position left vacant by the resignation of Laura Wong-Pan.  A motion was made by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried, to appoint Joseph Katz as a member of the Zoning Board of Appeals for the remainder of Ms Wong-Pan’s term.  A motion was made by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Reynolds and carried to appoint John Hinson as the alternate. 

ZONING ADVISORY COMMITTEE REPORT

Supervisor Zatz stated that he will have a timeline and budget for the installation of the water monitoring system. 
Board members agreed to the following changes to be drafted as a local law. General code clarity with respect to use restrictions as outlined in the report.  Eliminate the ability for the applicant to appear before the ZBA without first going to the Building Inspector or the Planning Board.  Create a Central Hamlet district specific to the hamlet with sewer, lighting and sidewalks.  
Board members discussed expanding the gas station restriction to allow for other locations.  They agreed to hold a public input session/meeting at the July 9 Town Board meeting.  
Discussion to expand the CLI district to allow for  restaurants, shopping and recreation has been returned to the Zoning Advisory Committee and will be brought up again at a later time.

PARK SURVEY

Councilman Wiegand stated that he has received 65 responses to the park survey that was included in the last edition of the Gardiner Gazette.  Parks and Recreation members will be handing out more questionnaires in front of the post office in the near future.  The commission will analyze the answers and come up with a plan by the end of the year. 

PROPERTY REVALUATION 
Board members have received a third quote.  All info will be forwarded to the Town Board for a decision on who to award the revaluation to. 
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ASSESSOR APPOINTMENT

The Assessors appointed term will expire on Sept. 30.  Board members will need to decide to re-appoint the current Assessor or conduct interviews for a new one.  The term is for six (6) years.  

RIVERSIDE TRUST CERTIORARI

Riverside Trust certiorari hearings have been completed.  It will take approximently 3-6 months to receive a decision from the courts. 
SIDEWALKS

Councilman Reynolds was questioned by resident Bill Richards as to why there was no sidewalk in front of his property on Main Street.  It was the Town Boards understanding that he never granted permission for the easement. 

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR

David Straus – stated that the ECC grant will be decided on by June 24. 

Jack Habersberger – questioned how many light poles and the cost per pole for each new light pole.  Asked if the Town was responsible for their maintenance. 
David Dukler – asked what was the project completion date for the bridge work.  It should take approximately 4 weeks. 

Scott Bittner – questioned the elimination of a parking spot on the road by the liquor store.
