The regular meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held this evening at 7:00 PM at the Gardiner Town Hall.  Present were Supervisor Zatz and Councilmen Koenig, Mele, Reynolds and Wiegand.  There were approximately 10± audience members.

MINUTES 

The minutes of April 9 and May 7 were approved as written on motion of Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Koenig and carried.  

HESS FARM UPDATE
Marc Moran, Chairman of the Open Space Commission, was present this evening to update the Town Board on the progress of the Hess Farm project.  He handed out an outline of the project covering the background of the project, current status of the project and the remaining actions required of the Board to conclude this project.  There is $45,188 in the an Open Space Fund in which Mr. Moran would like to expend for the purpose of securing the conservation easement for the Hess Farm.  

WATER MONITORING PROGRAM

Supervisor Zatz detailed and reviewed the total start up cost for a water monitoring system in the hamlet.  He presented a breakdown of all the equipment needed totaling $7,000.   Eight (8) wells will be monitored throughout the hamlet with one (1) monitored in the CLI district.  The monitoring will be done on an ongoing basis and input into a database.  Water usage must be less than 5 gallons.  If not the Department of Health will gets involved.  Mr. Zatz will incorporate the funding required in the 2014 budget.  He will also request research by the Environmental Conservation Commission for grant funding.  
SURPLUS TOWN PROPERTY

A Power Point presentation was made identifying approximately twelve (12) unused Town properties.   Board members discussed each property size, location and possible sale potential.  Councilmen Mele, Reynolds and Wiegand will continue to discuss each property and get further information to help  refine their list.  

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION COMMISSION

ECC Member Janet Kern thanked the Town Board for their prompt response with support to the recent estuary grant applied for.   Award of the grant will be announced on June 14.  
Eric Savelson, Chairman, addressed the status of the Aquifer Overlay Law and the Zoning Advisory Commission (ZAC) &  the Environmental Conservation Commission (ECC) working together on the water monitoring system.  Supervisor Zatz suggested contacting Bob Miller and Hank Vance for information about the proposed system.  Connection was also discussed at great length.  
The Water Resources Law should be completed in final draft this month.  The ECC would like to hold a public comment period and then present it to the Town Board ready for public hearing in January.
