July 9, 2013- Monthly Meeting 

The monthly meeting for the Gardiner Town Board was held this date at the Gardiner Town Hall at 7:00 PM.  Supervisor Zatz presided with Councilmen Koenig, Mele, Reynolds and Wiegand all present.  There were approximately 35± audience members.

PUBLIC INPUT-ZONING-GAS STATIONS
The Town Board held an input session this evening to discuss the zoning of gas stations in the Town.  Supervisor Zatz announced at the beginning that this was for discussion only and there is not an application before the Town at this time.  
Many residents spoke in opposition to another gas station located in the Town.  They feel it would change the character of the Town, may contaminate wells, will create light pollution, noise pollution and traffic issues.  Others believe that gas stations are a convenience but make terrible neighbors.  The Town has the right to create laws for the protection and well being of our community.  One accident could contaminate many wells.  Still others believe that the current restriction in the law appears unconstitutional and has created a monopoly for one owner.  If there is a potential liability to the Town it should be addressed.  
With this input Councilman Wiegand thinks that another session may be necessary.  Councilman Koenig does not see a need for more discussion.  Those present have made it clear that they do not wish to have another gas station.  He believes the outcome of this session is much like before, during the zoning law public hearing, no additional gas stations.  Councilman Mele is not opposed to another session, but doesn’t see a different outcome.   

Board members did agree to hold another session at next month’s meeting and limit it to thirty (30) minutes.  

MINUTES 

The minutes of May 14 were approved as written on motion of Councilman Koenig, seconded by Councilman Mele and carried.  

NEW PALTZ SCHOOL DISTRICT BUS TRANSPORTATION – SUMMER RECREATION 

The Town Board is in receipt of the New Paltz School District bus agreement for the summer recreation program for 2013.  On motion of Councilman Koenig, seconded by Councilman Mele and carried, the Supervisor was authorized to sign the agreement. 

ZONING REVISION LOCAL LAW

Town Board members were given a draft of a local law addressing the changes to the zoning law discussed by the Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) and the Town Board.   Supervisor Zatz would like the Board to review the law and he will forward it to the ZAC, Mike Boylan and attorney David Brennan for their review.  A public hearing will be set for September. 

SURPLUS PROPERTY

Councilman Wiegand informed the Board that a title search would need to be conducted for each and every identified surplus town property to determine whether or not there are any encumbrances on the properties.  The Assessor is researching this. 
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2014 BUDGET

Supervisor Zatz distributed budget category worksheets to the Town Board.  He believes that departmental budget estimate forms will be sent out sometime next week.  Mr. Zatz also stated that he is looking for a Town Board member to take the lead on salary discussions.  
SUPERVISOR MONTHLY REPORT

The June Supervisor’s report was approved as presented on motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Reynolds and carried.
