Upon call to order at 6:30 PM the Town Board entered into executive session immediately for the purpose of discussing union contracts.

DRAFT WATER RESOURCES LAW

The Environmental Conservation Commission is working on the draft local law for water resources.  They anticipate having a public input meeting at the end of October the beginning of November.  

STAR EXEMPTIONS 
NYS Department of Taxation is requiring all primary residence property owners in the state to re-register for the Basic STAR exemption.    This re-registration does not affect seniors with the Enhanced STAR.  This must be completed by December 31, 2013 in order be eligible for the 2014 tax year. 

SEPTEMBER 11

Supervisor Zatz commented that September 11, 2001 was a beautiful day much like today was and asked those present to remember those lost twelve (12) years ago.      
284 AGREEMENT
Resolution No. 108 – 284 Agreement - Offered by Councilman Wiegand

Resolved, pursuant to Section 284 of the Highway Law, the Town Board of the Town of Gardiner hereby endorses and approves an agreement for the Expenditure of Highway Moneys dated Sept.10, 2013;

Said agreement shall be signed by the majority of the members of the Town Board, with one copy to be filed with the Town Clerk; and 

Further Resolved, that the Supervisor is hereby authorized to disburse moneys from the Highway Fund in accordance with said agreement.

Seconded by Councilman Koenig and carried.  

WIRELESS EDGE PRESENTATION –CONSTRUCTION OF WIRELESS TELECOMMUNICATIONS FACILITY 

The Town Board is in receipt of an application for a special permit to construct a wireless telecommunications facility (WTF) on property owned by Tamsine Boylan located on Route 208.  Supervisor Zatz outlined the proposal and then turned it over to Wireless Edge attorney Robert Gaudioso to explain the purpose of tonight’s presentation.  Mr. Gaudioso commented that Wireless Edge has submitted an application, an Agricultural Data Statement, SEQR long Form and site drawings.  He did state that it was not a full application.  This project will require a Special Permit from the Town Board, Planning Board review, two (2) separate variances from the Zoning Board of Appeals and Ulster 
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County Planning Board Review.  They also have a document from FAA stating no hazard to any airport in the area.  Wireless Edge would like to conduct a balloon test as required by our WTF law, on Saturday October 5 with rain/weather date to be scheduled each consecutive weekend until the test is completed.  They would however like to perform the test in a three (3) hour period rather than the eight (8) hours required by our law.  After some discussion Board members decided against the three (3) hour test period. 

Mr. Gaudioso requested the Town Board to declare their intent to be Lead Agency for the purposes of SEQR.  Board members agreed to that on motion of Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried as follows:  

Resolution No. 109 – Declaration of Intent to be Lead Agency

WHEREAS, The Town of Gardiner has received an application from Wireless EDGE Towers, LLC, pursuant to §220-46 of the Town of Gardiner Zoning Law, for special permit approval to permit construction and operation of a Wireless Telecommunications Facility on a 39.82 acre parcel of property owned by Tamsine L. Boylan, located off Route 208, Gardiner, New York (Wright’s Farm property);and 

WHEREAS, a Full Environmental Assessment Form Part I, application form and other supporting documentation have been submitted to the Town Board for review; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board is fully capable of conducting a thorough environmental review and doing so in the most efficient and comprehensive manner; and 

WHEREAS,  the Town Board has made a determination in accordance with 6 NYCRR 617.6 that: (1) the proposed actions should be classified as “Unlisted” for the purposes of SEQRA; (2) that a coordinated SEQRA review should be undertaken, and (3) that the Town Board should be lead agency for purposes of that review; 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Gardiner Town Board hereby adopts the attached Notice of Intent to assume agency status and directs the Town Clerk to circulate said Notice to all involved agencies in accordance with 6 NYCRR 617.6(b)(2), together with the Full Environmental Assessment Form Part I, application form and other supporting documentation.  

Supervisor Zatz will forward the project documents to an attorney and consultant Ron Graiff. 

ULSTER COUNTY RESOURCE RECOVERY AGENCY (UCRRA) CONTRACT EXTENSION

The Town of Gardiner is in receipt of an extension contract with Ulster County Resource Recovery Agency (UCRRA).  This contract extends the solid waste management agreement effective September 10, 2013 to December 31, 2014.  On motion of Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Koenig and carried, the Supervisor was authorized to sign the extension contract. 
SIDEWALK DEDICATION 

Councilman Wiegand has found that there is not much interest in a sidewalk dedication event at this time.  He suggested tabling it to another time.

SOLAR PANELS FOR HIGHWAY SALT SHED 

Councilman Koenig has obtained sample RFP’s from Lighthouse Solar and will create an RFP for the installation of solar panels on the Highway salt shed.  Mr. Koenig is talking with NYS Solar Farm and expects that they will be doing a site visit at the highway property very soon.  He commented that Central Hudson has discussed a virtual net meter in which the electric generated at one location can be applied to all town accounts.  NYSERDA grants/incentives have decreased but are still available.  Councilman Reynolds suggested the use of the transfer station property as well for solar panels.  
PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR

Mike Kruglinski – Brought to the attention of the Town Board the problem with the new chip sealing recently done in his neighborhood.  Discussions have taken place with the Highway Superintendent and he believes the issues will be addressed.
