TOWN HALL AND TRANSFER STATION CLOSING

The Town Hall and Transfer Station will be closed on Monday October 14 in observance of Columbus Day.  

ZONING AMENDMENT LOCAL LAW PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUATION
Supervisor Zatz re-opened the public hearing on the zoning amendment for questions and/or comments.
Pam O’Dell – read a statement from Edward Barrett who was unable to attend this evenings meeting.  He is opposed to the change of use by right.

Michael Yukoweic - questioned Section 220-7 (N) of the new amendment. 

Mary Beth Majestic – feels everyone has a use by right regardless of the law.  Is opposed to the change.

Jack Habersberger – does not understand the need for this law.  Believes that it should be use by right.  Gardiner is as Gardiner should be forever.  
Michael Yukoweic – commented that the water resources law will completely change the zoning law.  
Pam O’Dell – commented about the victims of stripping the use by right up on the mountain

Councilman Mele – the ZAC tried to address the wording of the law.  It was not intended to be more restrictive.  The intent was to clarify use by right.

Supervisor Zatz – agreed that the intent was to clarify the use by right because of the input from past applicants to the Planning Board.  This was not intended to make further restrictions. 
Fred Fischer – asked what the plan was to move forward. 
Pam O’Dell – when the zoning law was enacted thirty years ago it was a simple zoning law and use by right was always a part of the law.  In 2008 it was removed from the SP-1 and SP-2 zones.  That’s when it became problematic. 
Mary Beth Majestic – spoke about how difficult it was for her to be before the Planning Board because they lost their use by right.  She had several suggestions on how to possibly make it a bit easier.  Supervisor Zatz suggested she speak to Hank Vance about her suggestions.  

On motion of Supervisor Zatz, seconded by Councilman Koenig and carried, Board members closed the public hearing and decided to re-draft the law.
TRANSFER STATION – WASTE MANAGEMENT

Councilman Reynolds is proposing re-visiting the employee situation, advertising for the position and interviewing.  He would like to go through a formal hiring process.  Councilman Koenig is in agreement with this and drafting a job description.  
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CELL TOWER UPDATE

A public hearing for a special permit for Wireless Edge Towers was scheduled for December 3, 2013.   
The balloon test took place on October 5.  Results will come shortly.  Board members have agreed to Larry Wolinsky as attorney to represent the Town Board, Planning Board and ZBA for this project. The Town will need to terminate the lease with Wireless Edge for the Town Hall property.  Town Board members have requested an escrow account to cover all attorney, planner, etc fees.  An agreement will be drawn up.  Supervisor Zatz is working on consolidating the public hearing for all three (3) boards.  Board members discussed whether or not the application was now complete.  Supervisor Zatz believes a new SEQR form will b necessary.  
MINUTES 

The minutes of September 10 and October 1, 2013 were approved as written on motion of Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried. 

JUSTICE COURT GRANT

HESS FARM ACQUISITION
Mark Moran, Chairman of the Open Space Commission informed the Board that there has been an objection to a lot in the conservation easement for the Hess Farm Acquisition.  It has been requested that a separate conservation easement be drawn up for the five (5) acre lot.  Since the federal government is currently shut down, Mr. Moran stated that all is on hold for any type of funding.  With respect to the stewardship agreement-clarity and emphasis on how exactly the two (2) grantees will deal with the easement needs to be addressed.  
In a separate issue, Chairman Marc Moran will be resigning from the commission effective December 31, 2013.  

2014 BUDGET 

The current version of the budget shows the increase in salaries.  There will be no employee contribution for health insurance.  Board members complained that there is no comparison from meeting to meeting (version to version).  Another meeting was scheduled for October 15 at 7 PM.

Department of Transportation, Town officials and Brinnier & Larios will meet to discuss a time frame of reimbursement.  

Councilman Mele questioned the stripping in front of personal driveways on Main Street.  It appears that they are parking spots.
