The regular meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held this evening at the Gardiner Town Hall.  Supervisor Zatz presided with Councilmen Koenig, Mele, Reynolds and Wiegand all in attendance.  There were approximately 9± audience members also present.

Supervisor Zatz informed the audience of the Toys for Tots box in the lobby of the Town Hall and to be sure that they have re-registered for the STAR Program. 

CELL TOWER SPECIAL PERMIT

Supervisor Zatz reminded the Town Board that a special permit public hearing for the construction of a cell tower on property located off Route 208 is scheduled for December 3, 2013.  This will be a joint meeting with the Planning Board and the Zoning Board of Appeals.  This evening ZBA Chairman Mike Beck, PB Acting Chairman Paul Colucci, Town Planner James Freiband and attorney for the Town Larry Wolinsky were present to review the application and decide on a plan for the public hearing. Mr. Wolinsky reviewed the requirements and outlined the steps to approval. He suggested that the public hearing be opened for all three (3) boards and then leave them open for each individual board meeting continuation.   The application must be referred to the Ulster County Planning Board and it was suggested that the Town send it to their consultant Ron Graiff for review and comment.  Wireless Edge claims no environmental impact, therefore no statement is needed.  Supervisor Zatz has requested that Mr. Wolinsky send a letter to Wireless Edge to set up an escrow account for all legal and technical review fees.  Board members discussed at length the height of the tower.  Height approval is needed from the Town Board to go from 105’ to 120’ and approval is needed from the ZBA for height approval from 120’ to 150’ according to the Town’s law.  

2014 BUDGET PUBLIC HEARING CONTINUATION

Supervisor Zatz allowed for any further questions or comments from the audience.

John Hinson – asked if the reserve fund balances could be made public prior to the budget adoption.  

Jack Habersberger – asked the amounts of unexpended from each account.  

Paul Colucci – asked were the unexpended fund came from.  Feels it unusually high.

On motion of Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Mele and carried, the public hearing was closed at 8:00 PM.  

ADOPT 2014 BUDGET     
Tax increase for 2014 is estimated to be 4.9%.  A motion was made by Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Reynolds and carried to accept the 2014 budget as adjusted.  Councilman Koenig voted nay and Councilman Mele abstained.  Supervisor Zatz was quite frustrated since the budget was done as a group effort but not adopted as a Board.  This was discussed at some length and after a time of explanation the first motion was withdrawn and a second motion was made  by Councilman Wiegand, seconded by Councilman Mele and carried by aye from all board members, to adopt the 2014 budget.
