The July monthly meeting was held this evening at the Gardiner Town Hall at 7:00 PM.  Present were Supervisor Majestic, Councilwoman Walls and Councilmen Dukler, Hinson and Reynolds.  There were approximately 12± audience members. 

ANNOUNCEMENTS

PARKS & RECREATION COMMSSION 

The Town is in receipt of a resignation letter from Michael Gagliardi from the Parks and Recreation Commission to be effective October 1, 2016.  Mike has served for 13 years on the Commission and Supervisor Majestic, on behalf of the Town Board, extended a Thank You to him for his service to our community. 
MARAKILL BRIDGE

Supervisor Majestic reported that the girders have been installed.  All work is progressing as scheduled.  The State anticipates that the bridge will re-open the 1st week of August. 

LOCAL LAW PUBLIC HEARING – TERM OF HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

At 7:10 PM the Town Clerk read the legal notice for the opening of the public hearing on a local law entitled A Local Law Increasing the Term of Office of the Superintendent of Highways from Two to Four Years. Supervisor Majestic read the law and then opened the hearing up to the public for questions and/or comments.  There being none, Ms Majestic moved on with the agenda.
PROPOSED MORATORIUM – SOLAR FARMS

Board members had the opportunity to review the draft law.  Board members discussed Section 4 Scope with regard to the exclusion addressing a specific square footage on a tax parcel.  They feel this concept needs to be clarified/written better.  Board members agreed to a 9 month duration.  Councilman Reynolds suggested excluding municipal property. Other Board members all disagreed.  The Town should be held to the same standard as there residents.  NYSERDA, Pace University  and Courtney Strong all have information on how to proceed with a moratorium.  

A public hearing was scheduled for August 9, 2016 at 7 PM for this local law. Attorney Paul Kellar will be asked to make corrections.  

TOWN HALL EXTERIOR DOOR AND ENTRYWAY
The exterior door and entry way steps and landing have been replaced and all went well.  Supervisor Majestic thanked Rusty McCord, Fall Fittings and Charlie Majestic for their volunteer work for this project.  A thank you was also extended to Robert Colucci and Dan Albach for a job well done. 
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TOWN HALL EXTERIOR PAINTING

Supervisor Majestic, Charlie Majestic and Louis Benson created specifications for the bid to paint and repair the exterior of the Town Hall.  The Town received two (2) bids….McMahon’s Home Improvement for $26,097.50 and RJ Ritacco for $27,900.  Supervisor Majestic reviewed the scope of work.  Councilwoman Walls stated that she was unsure if maintenance was excluded from the procurement policy.  A motion was made by Supervisor Majestic, seconded by Councilwoman Walls and carried, to award the bid to McMahon’s Home Improvement in the amount of $26,097.50.  

PARKLAND LAW FEE SCHEDULE

Councilwoman Walls suggested an Ad-Hoc committee consisting of 2-3 Board members to come up with a new fee scheduled for the Planning Board fees in lieu of parkland.  Councilman Hinson will put his thoughts together in writing and send it to the other members to consider.  
DOG KENNEL FEES 

Supervisor Majestic asked the Board members to review the comparison of dog kennel fees received by them and to consider the possibility of changing the fees for the redemption/adoption of dogs from our kennel. 

MASS GATHERING PERMIT & PROCEDURES

Councilwoman Walls drafted an outline of how to move forward with creating an updated Outdoor Entertainment Law (Mass Gathering Permit) that will make it a bit more user friendly.  Board members will review. 

FINANCIALS – CHANGE ORDERS

Supervisor Majestic presented to the Town Board 2 change order vouchers for projects completed in the Town of Gardiner.  The first one addresses an additional charge of $6600.00 from Roehrs Construction for the raising of the manholes on Dusinberre Road during the Dusinberre Road Drainage Improvement Project.  A motion was made by Councilwoman Walls, seconded by Councilman Hinson and carried, to authorize payment. 
The second voucher is for a change order on the front entryway project for extra unforeseen expense in the amount of $1,060.  A motion authorizing payment was made by Councilwoman Walls, seconded by Councilman Hinson and carried.   
SUPERVISOR MONTHLY REPORT
The Supervisor’s June monthly report was approved as presented on motion of Councilman Dukler, seconded by Councilwoman Hinson and carried.  
CLAIMS 

Claims were approved for payment on motion of Councilman Dukler, seconded by Supervisor Majestic and carried.  They are listed on Abstract #6 as follows: General Fund voucher #257-298 $22697.32; Highway Fund voucher #136-159 $231,882,92; Sewer Fund voucher 13-19 $9312.18.  Councilwoman Walls vote nay.
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BUDGET TRANSFERS

Seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried. 

Resolution No. 75 – Budget Transfer in Highway Fund – Offered by Councilwoman Walls

Resolved, pursuant to Section 122, Town Law, the 2016 Annual Budget, Highway Fund, is amended to provide for the transfer of $ 20,.00 from Acct No. 00.04.5010.403 CE Conference to Acct No. 00.04.5010.401 CE Misc. .  

Seconded by Councilman Dukler and carried. 

JUSTICE COURT GRANT REMAINING FUNDS 

Supervisor Majestic announced there is $7,000 remaining from the Justice Court grant.  Ms Majestic would like to pursue the cost of blacktopping the parking lot and striping it as well.  And perhaps look into replacing the side entrance doors or the gutters on the flat roof and the belfry.    

Supervisor Majestic thanked Court Clerk Jean Savago who was instrumental in getting the funding through the court grant making it possible for the front entryway improvements. 

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR

Glen Noonan – addressed the Town Board about “zombie” properties in the Town of Gardiner and discussed at length what he feels is the proper procedure to alleviate the problem.
