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After reviewing the Model Solar Energy Law (Model Law) by CUNY and PACE, I offer the following suggestion on how we might proceed to take advantage of this Model Law and adapt it to the Town of Gardiner’s purposes.  
A.	There are a series of documents we might all become familiar with in addition the Model Law:  
1)  	Town’s Comprehensive Plan – to insure the law we craft connects to values, goals and concerns outlined in the Plan; 
2)	The Town’s Unified Solar Permit System – resolution adopting it and the program guidelines;
3)	Model Small-Scale Solar Siting Ordinance, Columbia Law School;
4) 	Other sources – to be identified.
B.	Discussion to agree on a process and timeline for crafting the local law
1)	Process Proposal 
Based on our readings and using the Model Law as our guide, agree upon and/or change content section by section.  In our first review, identify areas of agreement whether accepting the content as written or agree to changes.  In our second review, return to the content that remains in question and discuss to resolve.  
2)	Timeline Proposal 
This will be dependent on how committed all will be to advance preparation.  If we can quickly identify areas of commonality we will have more time to spend on forging agreement on the remaining content.  
Meeting #1 – agree on process, timeline and strategy
Meeting #2 – First review for areas of commonality
Meeting #3 – Forge agreement on remaining content
Legal Review
Regular Town Board meeting – Public Hearing
Meeting #4 – Review public comments, make any revisions
Regular Town Board meeting – Continue/close Public Hearing
Regular Town Board meeting – Adopt Local Law.
